Rationale

The Gumnuts Farm and Horse Riding Resort offers an insight into Australian Society that many children would not have the opportunity to see in their everyday lives. Gumnuts offers students a look at how life was like many years ago, enabling them to see the simpleness of nature, uncomplicated by today’s misgivings. It caters to the school syllabus in a number of ways. The most important being that it targets a variety of syllabus outcomes within its everyday activities. These activities consist mainly in a medium of physical activity, enabling the active construction of knowledge in students. 

 

Gumnuts Farm offers Australian schools a flexible program, whereby activities can be self-selected by your school to suit your chosen topic, thus being custom designed. The activities that students participate in while visiting Gumnuts Farm are seen as cross-curricular, although predominately they link to the Science, Studies of Society and the Environment and the Health and Physical Education syllabus. These activities promote a variety of life long learning skills, such as a participant in an interdependent world, effective communicator and a knowledgeable person with deep understanding.

 

As with any program, these indicators are just a basis in which to design and navigate learning activities that can connect learning within the classroom to a real-world context. 

 

 

Students in years 1-3 are catered for by the introduction of a customised day visit to the Gumnuts resort. This day can include an introduction to animal care, particularly horses. HAZARD:  Leader Qualifications?

Risk Control:  The Qualifications of the Instructor(s) at “Gumnuts” are current and recognised by the Equestrian Federation o9f Australia (EFA) or the Australian Horse Riding Centres Inc.  (AHRC).  The AHRC issue their own Qualifications recognised by EFA namely a Statement of Attainment Course CNGUM.

HAZARD: Equipment – Student Dress, Stirrup, Girth etc, Horse Temperament, Helmets.

RISK Control:  Dress and Helmets:  At “Gumnuts” all Students are required to wear a appropriately sized and correctly fitted helmet, secure or remove loose apparel, jewellery etc., which may fighten the horse or cause injury to self, secure long hair, wear long pants, wear shoes with closed toe and heel (caution against track shoes with long tongue).

Girth and Stirrups:  At Gumnuts all girths are checked and stirrups adjusted to correct lengths.

Horse Temperament:  All Horses used for children at “Gimnuts” are chosen for their even temperaments, and are ridden regularly by children in the manner proposed.

HAZARD: Weather.

Risk Control:  At Gumnuts Horse riding is postponed or cancelled in inclement weather or shelter sought.  Suitable drinks are provided in Hot Weather.

HAZARD:  Terrain.

Risk Control:  All tracks used by “Gumnuts” are normally contained within the property, and all the horses are familiar with them and they are safe for non-riders.  All tracks are accessible by vehicles.  All trail rides are ridden to the level of the weakest student in the group.

HAZARD:  Student Supervision.

Risk Control:  All Students at “Gumnuts” are briefed by Qualified Staff on safety precautions, and are supervised by Riding Staff at all times whilst around Horses.  Staff supervision while hore riding at “Gumnuts” is at a ration of 1 “Gumnuts” staff for every 6 students.

HAZARD:  Student Health

Risk Control:  At “Gumnuts” students are advised to wear Sunscreen and same to be taken on excursion, to be reapplied at necessary intervals – Ventolin puffers carried as needed.  A First Aid excursion kit is taken.  Information re any medical condition that may impair a student’s capacity for safe involvement must be canvassed from parents.  First Aid qualifications are held by either Gumnuts instructor (or teachers attending).  Students must be cautioned by teacher not to get close to the horse’s mouth or hooves prior to the “safety talk”.  Students must wash hands thoroughly.  Students are instructed on the correct procedures for mounting and dismounting, and control of the horse.  Should students ge cut accidently – a tetanus shot will be advised.
